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LYME/OLD LYME EDUCATION FOUNDATION GRANT APPLICATION
BACKGROUND AND MISSION

The Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc. was established to develop financial assets for innovative educational projects, enrichment programs and other educational initiatives that inspire learning and achievement and would not typically be supported by regular governmental funding for both Lyme and Old Lyme students and residents.  The Corporation is organized and operated strictly to support and enhance the quality of education in the Lyme-Old Lyme Regional District 18 Public Schools and community.  While several programs may be selected for funding by the LOL EF Board based on specific unmet needs identified within the school district, the LOL EF welcomes grant proposals and applications from Lyme and Old Lyme students and residents and Regional District 18 Public School faculty, administrators and School Board members. 

Criteria for Grant Selection

All grant proposals are evaluated for their educational merits in accordance with their benefit to students, faculty and the Lyme/Old Lyme community and must be consistent with the purpose and mission of the Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc.  In addition, grant selection must adhere to the provisions described in the Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc., By-Laws and all covenants stipulated in the Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc., Certificate of Incorporation.

TheLOL EF Grants Committee evaluates each grant application relative to funding options or responsibilities addressed by other relevant organizations.  For certain selected proposals, the Grants Committee may collaborate with these and other organizations on funding initiatives that serve a common purpose.
Members of the Grants Committee or the LOLEF Board are obliged to recuse themselves from voting or endorsing the selection of specific proposals for which the Board member suspects a conflict of interest.

Non –Eligible Grants & Restrictions

The Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc. will generally not support direct funding for the following purposes:

· Building fund drives or capital campaigns

· Requests for loan or debt retirement

· Political causes, initiatives or candidates

· Awards, stipends or scholarships to individuals that do not meet the spirit of the mission of The Lyme/Old Lyme Education Foundation, Inc.
· Organizations that discriminate or limit membership based on race, creed, gender, age, sexual preference or national origin

INSTRUCTIONS
A completed and signed grant application is required to be submitted to the LOL EF Grants Committee for consideration during either of two grant cycles.  

Provide clear and complete responses and appropriate details to all questions.  

Emphasize how the purpose of the project will benefit and enrich students, schools and the community.

Organize your application as described in the following outline:

A. GRANT APPLICATION COVER SHEET

Complete the cover sheet and provide all information requested.  Include a brief description of your grant proposal, objectives, expected outcomes and anticipated benefits.

B. GRANT PROPOSAL

Prepare responses to the following statements/questions:

1. Describe the proposal.

Provide a complete and unified description of the proposal.  Explain how the grant will be administered, i.e., specific activities, methods, materials/resources, implementation criteria, etc.  Indicate who will be involved with implementation as well as who will benefit from the proposal and a preliminary timeline for use of the grant.  State what the expected results and impact from the grant will be. 

2. Explain why the proposal is needed and how specific objectives of this proposal enrich education.

Describe the importance of this proposal and explain how it aligns with the mission of LOL EF, i.e., describe how the LOL EF Grant inspires learning and achievement or promotes and enhances public educational excellence, alone or in support of other educational initiatives, innovative educational projects or enrichment programs.

3. Who will benefit from this proposal?

Identify the target group, their demographics and relative numbers of people engaged or affected by the proposal.  Explain how receipt of this grant will benefit Regional District 18 students, faculty and/or the Lyme/Old Lyme Community, consistent with the mission of the LOL EF.

4. How will success for this proposal be measured and demonstrated?

Provide a plan for determining the impact of the proposal.  Identify specific assessment and reporting tools.

5. Describe how funds will be used.

Identify how the funds will be spent and over what period of time, including funding for materials and duration of program for which grant funding will be used.  If additional funding from other sources is or may be required, please provide justification and identify the source and level of financial commitment in an attachment.

C. ATTACHMENTS

1. Itemized Budget

Include as much granularity as known and identify other sources of funding where applicable.

2. Grant Report Plan

Grant recipients must provide a commitment to the LOL EF board of directors to describe how the grant helped meet stated objectives and provided benefit to Regional District 18 and/or the community.  Briefly describe how you intend to share and demonstrate the outcomes for the proposal for which you received a grant from LOL EF.

4. Additional information as appropriate to support grant application.

The deadlines for submission of grant applications are May 1 and November 1 annually.
